Real people that Genuinely come together to have an Authentic relationship with a True God 
- We encourage practicality; let’s learn from each other to draw close to God through our daily lives 
- We encourage asking of questions (Use the website or the box at the church) 
- We encourage individual sharing and group discussions, to talk about real life issues and challenges 
- We encourage gathering (following Hebrews 10:25), this will bring about community 

And let us not neglect our meeting together, as some people do, but encourage one another, especially now that the day of his return is drawing near. 
 

 

Communion (성찬식) – It’s about our forgiveness and belonging because of what He has done 
Luke 22:19-20 
19 He took some bread and gave thanks to God for it. Then he broke it in pieces and gave it to the disciples, saying, “This is my body, which is 
given for you. Do this to remember me.” 20 After supper he took another cup of wine and said, “This cup is the new covenant between God 
and his people—an agreement confirmed with my blood, which is poured out as a sacrifice for you.

Those who are in Jesus are to remember what He has done. 
Wine represents the blood of Jesus – we remember that it was His love and death that took away our sins 
Bread represents that we now belong and are one in Christ – because of Him, we can now relate with God 
 

We’ll eat and drink the bread and wine together in unison. Spend some time reflecting on and 
repenting of your sins, and express your gratefulness to God for what He has done. 
1 Corinthians 11:27-29 
27 So then, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the 
Lord. 28 Everyone ought to examine themselves before they eat of the bread and drink from the cup. 29 For those who eat and drink without 
discerning the body of Christ eat and drink judgment on themselves.
